I am writing to give you the final details for the Netherlands Exchange.  I am sure that  you and your child are excited and eagerly anticipating  the imminent arrival of the Dutch students.

The students coach will be arriving at approximately 4.45pm, Wednesday, 16th  June.  Your child will need to be there to meet them and you will need to be able to get them and their luggage home.   You may want to offer your visitor the opportunity in the evening to phone or e-mail home.
On Thursday we are going to Cambridge to carry out an art investigation in Botanical Gardens.  Students will need to be dressed appropriately for a day all of which will be spent outside without easy access to shelter.  Please make sure you take the weather into account when preparing for the day and make sure that waterproofs and/or sun hats and sun block are brought.  A packed lunch and water will also be necessary.  
On Friday we will be in college. We will spend the morning using the college’s ICT facilities to create animated logo and also be creating a piece of music for the exchange.  In the afternoon we will be taking part in some sporting activities.  Our students will need to wear their uniform and everyone including the Dutch students will need PE kit for the afternoon.

For both of these days students and their partners will need to be in college at the usual time (8.45 am). On Thursday we will meet in the bus bay to be registered. On Sunday the Dutch students will be leaving early in the morning, probably at 5.10am.  Sorry!  I will let you know exactly what time the coach will be leaving when I have been able to confirm this with my Dutch colleagues.
